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What’s the difference between a Syrah and Shiraz? As described in Decanter, 
“the grape variety is the same, but the style is different. Syrah refers to Old 

World expressions, is lighter in body and alcohol, leaner and with finer 
tannins. Shiraz, on the other hand, refers to New World, intense wines, which 
are generally richer, with riper aromas and fuller in both body and alcohol.
